Village Treasurer, Jamie Turczyn, then presented information and estimates for the purchase of replacement computers and software for the Village Office.  The estimates were from Pro Technologies for a total of $2,200 and an hourly setup rate of $85; and Personal Touch Computer Sales for a total of $2,305 and an hourly set up rate of $75.  It was noted that the Village Office could be update with the purchase of between 1 and 3 new computers however, with the purchase of 3, the Office would then contain all of the same technology.  They current system is from 2001 – 2004 and is outdated and lacking in memory.  Personal Touch Computer Sales is familiar with the current MSI system that the office uses and has repaired the system on many occasions in the past.  It was then motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of the purchase of 3 computers and software from Personal Touch Computer Sales in the amount of $2,305.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison: Discussion then began about speed bumps being requested in other areas of the Village.  Trustee Bimm stated that she had been asked if speed bumps could be placed in Senica Manor near a home daycare.  After some discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend the purchase of 8 additional speed bumps for use in the Village.

Water/Sewer Liaison:  None
Maintenance Department:  Supervisor Spayer asked the Village Board if he could set summer hours to combat the late day summer heat.  Everyone agreed that setting the hours according to the needs of the department would be up to the Spayer.

Engineer’s Report:  

Trustee Alvarado stated that Trustee Jereb would like to confirm that a detailed cost estimate would be presented for review prior to requesting Board approval for the contract for Engineering Services to oversee the streetscape project.  Engineer Heitz stated that he would provide the information.  He also stated that there were some items that IDOT has determined to be ineligible for ITEP funds and therefore would be the Village’s share of the project.  The cost could be an additional $165,000.  Some of the items are being considered as ineligible are park benches, fencing and signage.   Meetings and discussions are scheduled between EXP, IDOT and Engineer Heitz to review the streetscape plans and the information will be presented at a future meeting.  A fall planting for the streetscape is now in question due to the timeline for preparing and submitting the new information and plans for approval.  

Discussion was held regarding possible CDAP Grant funding for a project on Johnson St.   The deadline for additional surveys to be completed and submitted in November 2012, with the paperwork being required by January 2013.  Trustee Alvarado has stated that she will gather the surveys once a target list is provided by Engineer Heitz. 
Engineer Heitz is also working on an estimate for trees needing replacement along Canal St.

Unimin also paid Wozniak to pour the concrete pads at Neighbor’s Park.

Supervisor Spayer will now be able to install the swingset at the Park.

Unimin would then like to have a ribbon cutting for the Park.  A date will be discussed for this.

Discussion was then held regarding damage to an area of 2856th/777th Road; resulting from water runoff from a property not currently annexed into the Village.
