MINUTES

At 7:02 pm the Committee meeting was called to Order by Village President Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Gbur and Trustees Bimm, Jereb, Schrader, Alvarado, Skoog and Pawlak.  Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.  
Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the Minutes of the 10-23-12 meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado spoke about the Christmas in the Village event and submitted a list of expenses for reimbursement in the amount of $1,400 as was previously approved.

Finance Liaison:  Trustee Jereb spoke about the Tax Levy.  After some additional discussion it was recommended by Trustee Jereb to approve the Tax Levy at the same tax rate as the previous year.  This would mean a decrease in revenue of approximately $1,300.  The Board would rather not raise the tax rate and agreed with Trustee Jereb. 
Clerk’s Report:  Clerk Gbur stated that the Village had received a request for a tag day for Illinois Valley Youth Football.  They would like to use the intersection of Rt. 178 and Rt. 6 

on 6-8-12 from 9 am to 1 pm.   It was recommended by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the request.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm stated that there are a couple of street lights out and Ameren has already been contacted.  She also stated that 2803rd Rd. will be closed between 9th & 10th roads on 12-15-12 from 9 am to 4 pm for a controlled burn by Utica Fire Department.  They were contacted by Unimin to burn down a home along the road.  The Village will provide notification of the road closure in the media.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that Unimin has made substantial donations toward Neighbor’s Park.  He asked that the Village Board consider building restrooms and a safe house at the park.   The residents of that neighborhood are happy with the progress that has been made.  Trustee Skoog feels that adequate restrooms, concession stand and storage are

the next step in completing the park.  Trustee Pawlak agreed.  Trustee Jereb then added that there is a possibility that Utica Little League can apply for Grant money to help with the project.  

IDNR has not appropriated the funds yet.  He will update the Board regarding the status of the Grant application so that the Board can review the cost of the project.

Water / Sewer Liaison:  None

Police Department Liaison:  None

Building / Zoning Officer:  Spayer stated that he would like the Board to consider amending the Ordinance to include larger accessory structures such as storage sheds.  Currently the Ordinance allows units up to 150 sq. ft.  The permit applications that have been coming in have been for storage units that are larger; up to 200 sq. ft.  The Village Board asked that the matter be reviewed by the Planning Commission.  
Maintenance Department:  Spayer stated that the Rescue Direct property would need additional survey work done.  They hope to move forward before the weather gets too cold. 

Spayer then stated that he would like to sell the 2004 truck.  The Board advised that the Village place a bid notice in the paper to sell the vehicle.  The same will be done for the squad car that is being replaced in the Police Department. 
Spayer then explained that the Well is in need of a new variable frequency drive panel in the amount of $4,400.  The department also needs a new trash pump in the amount of $580.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend the purchase of a new Panel in the amount of $4,400.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Well 2- A construction permit application has been submitted to modify the well permanently.

2013 MFT Project – Nothing has been determined yet.

ADA – Heitz is still reviewing this as the Village is still awaiting the completion of the jurisdictional transfer of Rt. 178 (Mill St.) and the businesses in that area are affected.

Illinois Valley Excavating-Some of the sewer televising and cleaning has been completed and the reports will be reviewed to determine the issues.

General Discussion:  Trustee Skoog announced that effective immediately, he is resigning his position due to his recent election as Circuit Clerk.  He has enjoyed serving on the Village Board and has always tried to make decisions that were in the best interest of the community.  

President Esmond then thanked Trustee Skoog for the time he has spent on the Board.
