MINUTES

At 7:02 pm the meeting was called to Order by Village President Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado and Ron Pawlak.  Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Bimm, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the Minutes from the 11-27-12 meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado spoke about the St. Pat’s Day Parade.  The event will remain on March 9, 2013.  Insurance cost, as well as the additional cost of Village Police and Maintenance staff was discussed.  It was determined that the Village will utilize the requested funds of Insurance reimbursement and donations toward the cost of providing the additional coverage for the event since it is being held 1 week prior to the St. Pat’s weekend.  Also discussed was a permit for all events.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Schrader to consider an Ordinance requiring a permit and approval of such for Village events.

Also discussed was a requested donation to the Utica Business Association toward expenses for a Trolley as transportation on 2-16-3 for the Winter Wine Walk in the amount of $400.  It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to recommend approval of ½ the cost in the amount of $200.

It was also determined that the request for a donation toward the trolley for the Spring Officers Convention did not have a firm estimate of time, therefore cost.  An amount of $130 per hour for 4-25-13 was requested so that a trolley could provide transportation for the event.  The Village would like a better estimate of time involved since the charges would be hourly.
Discussion was also held regarding the concerns of the businesses that are required to comply with the A.D.A.   The businesses affected could apply for a tax credit up to $7,000 to help fund their project.  Using TIF funds for this project would be eligible but the Board did not recommend this course of action at this time.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  NONE
Water / Sewer Liaison:  NONE

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Jereb, who has taken over the role as Village Liaison in this department had a meeting regarding construction of a building for the purpose of concessions and restrooms along with additional storage at Neighbor’s Park.   Engineer Heitz presented a sketch of the potential building.  It would be approx. 24 X 16 with block walls.  Trustee Jereb stated that Unimin has made considerable donations toward the park and this would help to complete the project.  It is estimated at approx. $40,000 but would require the Village to seek bids.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend authorization of Village Engineer Heitz to seek bids for the construction of a building at Neighbor’s Park.  Trustee Jereb will also meet with some of the residents living near the park to inform them of the plans for the new building and ask for their thoughts.

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader presented the 2012 annual report from Police Chief Wren outlining activity in the department.  This also included figures for 2010 and 2011 respectively.  He also noted that the new Squad vehicle will be picked up this week.
Zoning Officer: NONE
Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Spayer presented an update of projects in the department.  He provided an estimate to replace the current hard lines for the Wells and tower to a radio system in the amount of $15,000.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of replacement system in the amount of $15,000.

He then spoke about Well 2.  The current pump and equipment is temporary; leased from Municipal Well at a cost of $750 per month.  The cost to upgrade the equipment would be approx. $57,000.  He stated that the equipment is showing signs of wear and he is concerned that it will fail.  The cost to remove the current temporary pump would be approx. $4,300 and that would also be the charge to install the new equipment.

President Esmond asked if Well 1 should have the pump replaced first since it is running all of the time and the equipment is older.  Spayer stated that Well 1 is pumping well right now and Well 2 is showing signs of needing replacement to something permanent.  

Trustee Jereb asked if the change would affect the ongoing issues with the EPA regarding Well 2.  Spayer stated that the current permit lists the newer equipment on it so this would just be following the guidelines of the permit.  After some discussion, it was decided that Spayer would also get estimates on changing the equipment in Well 1.  He will have for the next meeting.
Trustee Alvarado also asked about installation of residential water meters.  After some discussion it was decided that estimates of the cost of new meters along with a plan for installation will be brought to the Board for consideration at a future meeting.

Spayer also noted that the Grand Bear sewer pump required replacement at a cost of $8,393.75.  It was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of a replacement pump in the amount of $8,393.75

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz introduced Brian Gift, NCICG, to speak about the application for a Grant for work on Johnson and Church Streets.  The surveys for both areas were reviewed and the Village can now submit the application.  The fee for the application is $2,000.  A Public Hearing is required.  NCICG will publish for the Public Hearing which will take place prior to the 2-13-13 meeting.  The complete project was estimated by Engineer Heitz at a total cost of $675,000; the Village share would be approx. $169,000.  

Heitz then spoke about the bid received for the Village’s Streetscape project in the amount of $572,150.  After discussion about the additional cost over the estimated amount of approx. $440,000 it was determined that Engineer Heitz would contact EXP & Associates to attend the next meeting to determine items that can be removed from the plans to aid in lowering the cost.  The project would go out for the April Letting.

The 2013 street project was discussed.  Heitz stated that there are several areas that can use attention and will prepare a list of streets for the next meeting. The cost of the project could potentially be $200,000 to $300,000.

 Rescue Direct’s property requires further surveying which will not take place until spring when the weather is better.

General Discussion:  Trustee Pawlak asked about the dumpster recently moved near the blacksmith shop by Duffy’s restaurant. President Esmond stated that they had the prior approval to try it there to determine if it would be an issue with picking it up and dumping it.  

Trustee Pawlak asked about the liability if there is damage from the dumpster.  President Esmond stated that since the building is not the property of the Village, any damage to it would be between the owner and Duffy’s. 

With no additional Village business it was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bimm to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m.
