MINUTES

At 7:00 pm the Committee of the Whole meeting was called to Order by President Esmond.  The Pledge of Allegiance followed.  Also present at the meeting were Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado and Ron Pawlak.  Village Attorney Herb Klein and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz also attended.  Village Clerk Laurie Gbur was absent so Village Treasurer Jamie Turczyn took the minutes in her place.
Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Bimm, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the 2-27-13 Minutes.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado discussed the 2013 Garden Walk/Faire which will be held the week-end of June 7-9 in the same location as last year.  She stated the Utica Garden Club requested the same support as the Village provided last year including insurance coverage, 2 port-a-potties with a wash station, security for the event over the week-end, garbage cans and picnic tables at the faire site along with filling the site with gravel if needed.  They also requested that the Village advertise the event on the marquee sign at the Village Hall and the website for 3 weeks prior to the faire.  Trustee Alvarado also requested that Village Clerk Gbur look into the insurance cost.  It was motioned but Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of all the above items for the 2013 Garden Walk/Faire.

Trustee Alvarado also updated the board about the Business Association meeting from 3/20/13.  She reported that they made about $4000 from the Winter Wine Walk with some proceeds going to the Business Association and the rest being used as start up costs for the next wine walk.  The St. Pat’s Parade had 30 units participate and they stated the reason they held it a week early was because they did not want to compete with LaSalle’s Parade which was on March 16th.  They are also still working on the details for the Spring Fling. 

Finance Liaison: It was motioned but Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend forgiving the $5000 loan the General Fund made to the Park Fund as to not deplete the Park Fund of money.

Clerk’s Report: Trustee Schrader, in Village Clerk Gbur’s absence, stated they were still looking into updating the Village website and would hopefully have more information at the next meeting.
Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend allowing the IV Building Trades to collect money for Dollars against Diabetes on 6/15/13 from 8am-12pm as long as it was determined where they will be collecting and ensure we have not committed to anyone else on that day.

Parks & Recreation Liaison:  Village Engineer Heitz presented the Trustees with the bids that were received for building a new concession/restroom facility at Neighbor’s Park.  He stated that 6 bids were submitted to build a complete structure.  There were 3 low bids in the $74,000 - $77,000 range and 3 high bids in the $106,000 - $119,000 range.  The low bid of $74,098 came from Pinter Construction and Engineer Heitz recommended that the Board award the project to the lowest bidder if going forward.  He also recommended that the Board decide on a location for the structure before they move forward.  Trustee Alvarado commented that she was under the impression the new park would only cost around $3,000 - $4,000 and now we will be spending over $100,000 for a park where a majority of the kids in town do not live that close to the park.  Trustee Bimm stated that she did not see a difference between location A & B that Engineer Heitz staked out at the park and Trustee Pawlak thought the structure should go behind the backstop as it is at the other field in town.  Trustee Jereb noted that Utica is the only field around that has the concession stand behind the backstop and would like to move it on the other side of the water tower to be considerate of the people that live next to the ball diamond.  After further discussion it was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend placing the structure between locations E & F on Engineer Heitz’s map.

It was then motioned by Trustee Bimm, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend awarding the project to the low bidder, Pinter Construction at a cost not to exceed $74,098.

play.  Engineer Heitz did note that there is discussion with Tom Burgess to have a park in the new phase of the Burgess Subdivision.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Spayer stated that he received pricing for a road sealer and there was an $8,000 difference between the stationary and mobile unit.  Even though the mobile unit was more money it would have a portable trailer and the material used to seal the cracks in the roads would be cheaper per pound.  Engineer Heitz stated that the road sealer could extend the roads for 1, 2, or even 3 year in some cases.  After further discussion it was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend purchasing the road sealer at a cost not to exceed $14,000 which would include the mobile trailer, training, and some material.

Public Works Director Spayer also received pricing for a unit to stripe the lines on the roads at a cost of $5175.  After some discussion no action was taken.  It was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Bimm to recommend purchasing a rebuilt motor, clutch, and muffler for the bad boy mower at a cost not to exceed $2,500.

ITEP Grant – The documents were revised and a new estimate was handed out and this should be on the June 14th letting with IDOT.
2013 MFT Road Project- Engineer Heitz hopes to have bids to the Board on or before the April 23rd Committee Meeting.
Rescue Direct – Engineer Heitz and Public Works Director Spayer will make plans to meet and look in to the drainage at Rescue Direct after the weather breaks.

General Discussion of Village Affairs: Mike Roebuck from the Utica Fire Protection District wanted to discuss the boundary agreement that the Village Board amended at the previous Board Meeting.  He wanted the Board to be aware that the amendment would affect the taxing districts because it was stated at the previous Board Meeting that it would not affect them.  He stated that if Old Dominion goes to LaSalle the Fire Protection District would lose about $4,000 a year in tax revenue, the library would lose about $1,000 and the Township would also lose some revenue.  After some discussion about the advantages and disadvantages to the Village and the Utica Fire Protection District regarding the amendment, it was suggested by a Utica Fire Protection Trustee that the Village Board amend their agreement to allow the Utica Fire Protection District to keep Old Dominion in their jurisdiction but Attorney Klein stated that typically the fire protection stays within the jurisdiction of the municipality it annexes with.
At 8:35 pm it was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Bimm to adjourn the meeting.
