Also present was Village Attorney Herb Klein and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Appearance Request:  Ms. Paula Guttilla and Mr. Mark Schaffer attended the meeting to discuss the Utica Special Events organization.  They will be helping the LaSalle County Historical Society with their event taking place on Saturday October 12 before the Burgoo.  There will be additional entertainment after the Utica Fire Dept. Car Cruise.  They are requesting a donation in the amount of $1,000 toward their expenses.  It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to recommend approval of a donation to Utica Special Events not to exceed $1,000.

Mr. Andy Skoog then discussed the Taste of Utica Event and road closure.  The Board decided that the road closure would be from 9 am on 8-24-13 until 1 am on 8-25-13.  The Liquor License was also discussed.    The Utica Business Association will be hosting the event and they are trying to get Liquor Liability Insurance so that they can have a Beer Tent.

The Clerk then noted that the IVYFL will be using Carey Memorial Park for their practices from 6- 7:30 pm Monday through Thursday beginning 8-31-13.  

Governmental Affairs:  NONE

Streets, Lights and Alleys Liaison: Trustee Bernardoni asked about the schedule for Advanced Asphalt to begin the Village Road Project.  Engineer Heitz stated 2-3 weeks.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Engineer Heitz provided an update regarding the construction of the Park concession stand.  The foundation is in and they are pouring the floor this week.  The concrete block walls will be going up soon.

Water & Sewer Liaison:  Mark Horbas, Water Products, attended the meeting to discuss the purchase of residential water meters.  The EPA will begin mandating no lead for all new water meters beginning January 1, 2014.  The Village will need to purchase approx. 500 water meters to exchange in the residential homes.  The cost of the water meters will be approx. $205 each for an impeller meter.  
Trustee Jereb asked if the old meters could be retrofit with a radio read kit at a cost savings to the Village.  Mr. Horbas answered that the existing meters are from 1999-2001 and after that much time, they are obsolete. As meters become old, it is not as easy to retrofit.  Most of the expense is in the radio read itself therefore it would be beneficial to the Village to start with new meters.  The cost for approx. 500 meters would be $102,500. 

Trustee Schrader asked about obtaining additional estimates for meters.  Trustee Bernardoni stated that we should stay with the same system since we already started with the commercial meters.   After much discussion it was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bernardoni to recommend approval of the purchase of 100 meters per order.

Engineers Report:   Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.  

Culvert on 777th road – The Culvert is going out for bid and the bids will be due prior to the Board meeting on 8-14-13.  FEMA has categorized this as a large project therefore it needs to be bid.  Heitz is also putting information together for FEMA regarding his engineering fees for such as this is also associated with flooding.

2013 Road Project – the project is scheduled to begin in 2- 3 weeks.  

2803rd road – Heitz presented the information regarding the properties/owners along 2803rd road that have signed a Petition in support of the construction of a berm of 30ft. by Illinois Sand Co (Northern White Sand).  Trustee Alvarado asked why the Village is considering this if there is still pending litigation between the group and the Village.  Attorney Klein confirmed that the litigation is still pending.  

President Esmond stated that Northern White Sand could consider a 15ft berm with trees instead of construction of a 30ft berm.  

Attorney Klein stated that Northern White Sand is just looking for the Village to give them direction.  
President Esmond stated that a 30ft 
berm could possibly change the drainage onto properties in the area due to the slope of the berm itself. 
Heitz also stated that 3 property owners in the area did not sign the Petition for Mr. Dempsey.  

2868 777th road – The property in question, owned by Kotecki, can’t be built on.  He would like the Village to discuss buying the property in lieu of the cost of addressing the drainage.  

The Village Board does not want to buy the property. 

ITEP / Streetscape – The Village will participate in a meeting for pre-construction on 8-8-13 at IDOT.  Engineer Heitz will attend. 

General Discussion of Village Affairs:  

Andy Skoog stated that the Utica Business Association would like to request that Mill St. be recognized and renamed an honorary street for Village President Esmond for everything he has done for the community.  The Board agreed and the item will be discussed at the August Board meeting.
