Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado stated that the item regarding the Veterans Day Parade and a donation request for such would be on the next Board Meeting Agenda.  Typically the Village makes a donation to the event in the amount of $4,000.

Clerk’s Report: 

Cell phones for the Maintenance and Police Departments were discussed.  The Village contract with AT & T will be coming due soon and we have the opportunity to upgrade equipment.  The current equipment is almost 2 years old and is beginning to experience some issues.  Batteries are no longer available.  Further information will be brought to the next Committee meeting.
The Village website was also discussed.  The website needs to be streamlined for easier use and accessibility. Trustee Schrader suggested a mobile application be considered as well.  Currently the information on the website is very hard to find and it needs to be simplified.  Ideas of what the Village is looking for will be discussed further at the next Committee Meeting.
Operation Claus – They would like approval of 10-6-13 for line up on Mill St. for their annual Operation Claus Parade. It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of the request subject to a letter being submitted to the Village outlining their needs and event plans.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  The intergovernmental Agreement between the Village and Utica Township was discussed. Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Stewart stated that the Concession Stand is progressing and the roof will be going on very soon. Then a resident request for a fence near the concession stand was discussed.  An estimate of $2,200 was presented.  Trustee Alvarado stated that she does not think that a fence should be discussed and / or considered near the concession stand until the building is completed.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Schrader to table the discussion until a later date.

Flood Assessments – Chamlin Engineering is getting the data input into the system.  Letters of assessment will need to be sent out to property owners via certified mail.

Discussion was then held regarding a request by Mr. Lisle Elsbury from Two Wise Fools (Duffy’s) for placement of a dumpster.  Trustee Pawlak stated that he is concerned about the proximity to the gazebo when the dumpster is being picked up. 

Mr. Elsbury stated that the trash removal company has tried pick up in the area of the gazebo and it works out fine.  He also stated that the small lot across the street is no longer an option according to the current property owner.  The lot near the AT & T building in the alley said they don’t want any additional dumpsters place there.  

Mr. Elsbury was asked about the smell of the dumpster.  He stated that he purchases a chemical to treat the odor.

Trustee Jereb asked when the dumpster is picked up.  Mr. Elsbury stated that it is typically picked up on Monday and Friday between 5 am and 7 am. 

Trustee Jereb asked if there is an area near the restaurant that would be suitable for the dumpster.  Elsbury stated that there is a life safety issue if he were to put it be the steps or under the stairs.

Trustee Jereb asked if it could be placed in the area of the current parallel parking.

Elsbury said that it was in that area about 5 years ago until the Board objected.  

Trustee Pawlak also stated that the concerns of ADA need to be considered.  

Trustee Alvarado asked if the Historical Society is ok with the placement near the Blacksmith shop.  

Elsbury said that he contacted them and they agreed.  He would also make arrangements to put a vinyl fence around the dumpster.

Trustee Jereb stated that he would rather see the dumpster be placed back near the back of the buildings in an 18ft spot that currently holds a parallel parking spot.

Trustee Schrader agreed.  They would also like it fenced.

Elsbury will measure the area; determine if there are utilities in the area and present further information at the next meeting.
Maintenance Department: 

Spayer provided an update of ongoing projects in the department.

He also stated that a new sewer pump is need at a cost of $4,822.  The old one can be used for parts.  – It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of the purchase of a sewer pump in an amount of $4,822.

Engineer’s Report:  

Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the department.

Streetscape – The streetscape is beginning with hardscape items first.  Stone and stamped concrete.  They have stated that they are aware of the Burgoo event timeline and they will have things at a good state by then.  Some plantings will remain in spring 2014.   An IDOT representative will be tagging the correct plants specifically for use in the Streetscape project. 

Culvert – The contract is being executed with Universal Asphalt in the amount of $103,850 and the work should begin after Labor Day.

2013 Non-MFT Road Project – Work has begun in the subdivisions and Advanced Asphalt will be back in town to finish the remaining roads and clean up.  They are taking care of the patch on Rt. 178 for an additional $4,000.

General Discussion of Village Affairs:  After Board review of the additional information provided by Attorney Klein the Board decided not to amend the Animal Control Ordinance to allow for chickens or laying hens in the Village.  No further action will be taken.  The Police Chief will provide notice to residents allowing them 30 days to abate the chickens/laying hens from the property.

Public Comment:  Mr. Bill Fry stated that he still feels that he was not allowed the time to question Mr. Emmers during the Illinois Sand Hearings.  Their counsel stated that Mr. Emmers would not be answering questions.  Fry did ask about the Business Plan of the Company and he feels he was cut off without receiving proper answers about boring on coal, etc.  
As a Member of the Planning Commission, he would ask the Board to consider the Planning Commissions questions when they are considering approval of an item.  He would also hope that the Planning Commission could be provided more input during the planning stages.  He feels they need earlier input in all discussions.

Engineer Heitz stated that sometimes the documents aren’t ready until they are voted on due to ongoing changes during that time. 

Fry again stated that during the time he wished to question Mr. Emmers further, Attorney Duncan stopped him.  
The board thanked Mr. Fry for his comments.

With no additional discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm.  Motion was made by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Jereb.
