Appearance Request:  Mr. Bill Stack representing Waltham Township; stated that he would like to present some information regarding the possibility of the effect of a sand mine operation in the area of 31st road.  Attorney Klein stated that a Petition was filed but a date for the Hearing had not been set yet.  Mr. Stack stated that the Township would like help in negotiating fees from the Sand Mine Company.  It is needed to help support infrastructure and roads.  31st Road and 9th road will need upgrades in their opinion. He submitted a document supporting his claim which shows the cost of the proposed upgrades.  The total amount for a 4 1/3 mile upgrade is as follows:  3” lift = $975,000 or a 5” lift = $2,170,000.
They are also requesting $150,000 per year plus a $ .20 / ton tipping fee at the onset of any mining operation.  The Board thanked Mr. Stack for the information. 
Appearance Request:  Jerry Carey; Absent
Appearance Request:  Kathy Wujek; Absent, however Engineer Heitz provided an overview of the issue for the Board.  Ms. Wujek’s property is near the area where the culvert failed during the April 2013 flood event.  She has contact Engineer Heitz to look at her shed which she has stated is at the end of her property when the late is eroding.  He told her that any involvement from the Village could only happen upon her request at a Village meeting where the Board could review the information.

Then Mr. Tom Thompson, 783 N. 2853rd Rd, stated that he has property in the area as well and he has noticed some erosion of this property due to a change in drainage.  Heitz stated that the culvert has only been replaced in the right of way and would not have impacted the drainage to the north.  Engineer Heitz will meet with Mr. Thompson to further review the drainage issue he is referring to.
Clerk’s Report:  Treasurer Jamie Turczyn spoke about the purchase of new Village cell phones and the associated contract with AT & T.  The cost of new phone equipment would be approx. $600 and with the changes in the current plan, the Village would save approx. $1,200 per year.  It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of the purchase of equipment in an amount up to $600 and new 2 year contract with AT & T.
