At 7:08 the Committee of the Whole meeting was called to Order by Village President Alvarado who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Jereb, Bernardoni, Stewart, Pawlak and Schrader.  

Approval of Minutes:   It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the Minutes of the 9-24-13 meeting.

The National flower is a Rose; the State flower is a Violet.  The Garden Club would like the Board to consider adopting a Resolution proclaiming the Coneflower as the official flower for the Village of North Utica.  It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of the request.  A Resolution will be drafted for Board approval at the November Board meeting.

Clerk’s Report:  
The Board if they had a chance to review the built in cabinetry designs and decided that they would like to have additional information about one of the designs.  The Clerk will arrange for him to attend a meeting in December to further discuss the plans.

The website was then discussed.  The Clerk presented a ‘Live, Work, Play’ concept highlighting areas that would be beneficial to both residents and tourists.  After a brief discussion, it was determined that the Clerk would contact a few companies to begin the process of review and redesign of the Village website.  Estimates will be discussed at a later date.  The Board would like to see the website modified and / or redesigned by the beginning of the next Fiscal year in April 2014.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  NONE
Park & Recreation Liaison:  An update was provided on the ongoing construction of the new concession stand at Neighbors Park.  Engineer Heitz stated that Pinter Construction is waiting on the roll down doors in addition to some other details that still need to be addressed which included power washing the building and painting the inside.  A change order was discussed.  This would include insulation and power to the scoreboard of approximately $2,280.  It was decided that the Maintenance Department would run the power.  

Water / Sewer Liaison: An update on the installation of residential water meters was discussed.  The lead time to get the meters in is a bit longer than first expected.  It was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Bernardoni to recommend approval of the purchase of an additional 100 meters at a cost not to exceed $20,500.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Streetscape – the plants are being put in place and the fencing is on order.  The Board would like to wait to install the fencing now that it’s so late.   Also, there were a couple of lights damaged by Copenhaver and they are their responsibility to repair or replace.

Culvert- The project is complete so we are waiting for an invoice from them.  Mr. Thompson stated that the drainage onto his property has changed and he would like the Village to take care of it.  Engineer Heitz stated that the drainage issues would likely be as a result of the former property owner.  He will meet with Mr. Thompson in the next few days to assess the drainage.    

Flood Assessments- They are still working on the data entry for the assessments.

Public Comment:  Mr. Steve Newell stated that the noise coming from the dryers being run by Northern Partners has become excessively loud and annoying.  Mayor Alvarado stated that she did contact the Company and they will not be turning off the dryer at this time.
