Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustee Joe Bernardoni were absent.  It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to appoint Village Treasurer Jamie Turczyn as Clerk Pro Tem.

Appearance Request:  Mr. Arnie Shramel, re: Municipal Electrical Aggregation.  The rates that were received during the bidding process for Municipal Aggregation were not lower than Ameren.  Therefore, it does not benefit the Village or its residents to switch to another provider at this time.  It makes the most sense to go back to Ameren as their rates were the lowest.  Should the residents want to switch to another company to look for a lower rate they will be able to do that now because the contract is expiring.  Mr. Shramel stated that he will come back next April to try to go out for bids again to see if the cost can be lowered.

Appearance Request:  Royal Carriage Company re: route proposed for carriage rides in the Village.  A proposed route was handed out to the Board.  They are working on acquiring permission from IDNR to drive the carriage along the towpath.  They will also speak to IDOT about permission to cross or access Rt. 178.  They would like to provide carriage rides through November if possible.  Should he want to provide rides more regularly and / or year round, he will need a business license rather than the current vendor’s permit he is operating under.

Park and Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Stewart began by speaking about the purchase of a PA system.  Mr. Pellens stated that he feels there is a conflict of interest on the Village Board because some of the Trustees have children that are playing on the Utica teams.  He also stated that he does not like the idea of lights or a PA system.  He feels that there are other things that the Village could allocate the money toward.  The neighborhood park should be a ‘quiet’ part in the way it was first intended.  He asked what measures will be taken to keep the noise level down, especially when a PA system is installed. Trustee Jereb stated that the Utica Little League wants to keep the volume as low as possible and direct the speakers away from resident properties.  After some additional discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Stewart that the recommendation of the Board is that the Village is involved with the purchase and location of the PA system.

Bases for Neighbor’s Park were then discussed.  It was decided that the topic would be revisited next year.

Also discussed was a plaque of recognition for the residents who cleared and helped to establish Neighbor’s Park. It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend approval of a plaque for this purpose.  The Clerk will work to get an estimate and design of such to present to the Board at an upcoming meeting.

Trustee Jereb also suggested that the Ricci family be asked whether they feel they would like fencing as well.   It was then motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend reimbursement up to $2,000 for the purchase and installation of a fence on the Pellen’s property.

Clerk’s Report:  Treasurer Jamie Turczyn provided an update of items.   
Website- MCS advertising will begin with the original website design and move forward from there.  He will work in phases for the Board to consider regarding the Municipal and residential portion of the current website and the Economic Development portion that can be designed.  He will provide information and a ‘mock up’ and the proposed cost(s) for the Board to review at an upcoming meeting.

Built ins- We are still trying to reach the gentleman about the proposed design for built in cabinetry for the Village Board meeting room.  We will try to have him attend an upcoming meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Schweickert provided an update of the Utica Business Association meetings.  

There had been some miscommunication regarding closure of Mill St. and Outdoor Dining that was proposed.  Not everyone was against the idea.  Mayor Alvarado stated that something regarding Outdoor Dining should be put into place so that if / when the Village Board is approached with a request, all of the information will be available.    Also the business association will know what is entailed in closing the street and participating in outdoor dining or this matter.  The current Liquor Ordinance would also have to be amended to allow for serving alcohol during outdoor dining.     The Business Association will also bring in signed petitions before the next Board meeting outlining whether they are in favor of road closures and outdoor dining.  The first Sunday in August was discussed as a possibility for road closure as this is a date concurrent with the Canal Market.  The Board will review the petitions and make their decision at an upcoming meeting.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Spayer provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Ace in the Hole came in to repair potholes and edges of 2803rd concurrent with the County project.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of payment to Ace in the Hole in the amount of $3,345.

Roof Estimates were discussed for the Carey Park shelter.  Spayer stated that the cost of a steel roof was approx. the same as an asphalt roof.   Trustee Jereb asked about the plan to keep people from climbing onto the roof.  Cameras and trail camera units were discussed.  Chief Wren will look into the cost of motion sensor cameras.  It was decided that the Maintenance Dept. will purchase additional shingles to repair the roof for right now.  
Sewer Plant Berm – this discussion was tabled for further research. 

Well 1- repairs are needed to Well 1.  The cost of such will be approx. $40,000.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of repairs as needed to Well 1 in an amount not to exceed $40,000.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.
A Culvert near 2803rd and 10th roads has not been draining.  Unimin, during their project, may have inadvertently collapsed the culvert.  This will be a cost – shared project with Unimin.  The culvert is replaced and the road is reopened.  The ditch will be cleaned out as well.

Woodshank property (Senica Manor)- wants to hook up to water.  750 ft. of water line would be needed down the middle of the road. If one resident is allowed to do this, everyone will want to.   These homes are not annexed in to the Village.
Reed- They would like the Village to vacate West Canal St. adjacent to their property.  If the Village vacates the road, we would still have easement rights.  Some discussion was held regarding the general area and whether there was property that was in fact DNR property.  It was decided that if this is what they would like from the Village, a formal request would be needed.

ADA- Proposed ideas to replace sidewalk, brick areas and curbing would be approx. $50,000.  If trees are added to the design, the project could be as much as $90,000.  The benefit for doing a sidewalk design project is that the ADA requirements would be easier for businesses to meet.

It was then motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Stewart to authorize the Village Engineer to put together the plans for a ‘downtown sidewalk design project’.

Illinois River Bridge- Engineer Heitz summarized the meeting with Representative Frank Mautino.  Items Discussed were:  Shared use path and maintenance and the sewer discharge pipe.

Streetscape- An estimate of maintenance to the streetscape would be approx. $2,500 per month.  A walk through will be done to determine what items still need to be addressed or satisfied.  The list will be submitted to IDOT as well.

Drainage issue Cajun Bait and Tackle- drain tile may be needed in the area, however, Engineer Heitz and Public Works Director Spayer wil research the area further.

Flood Assessments- Letters of assessment for flood damaged properties will need to be sent to all residents/businesses that were adversely affected by the April 2013 flood.  

Drainange issue PQ – There is dirt breaking away from the edge of the creek area.  Spayer and Engineer Heitz will look into the issue further and provide an update to the Board at the next meeting. 

Hallet Rd.- Repairs and overlay to the road were discussed.  It was decided by the Board to wait until next year to do Hallet Rd. 

CDAP- We received a permit extension and applied for the CDAP Grant for replacement of lines along Johnson and Church St. 

Degrush property- They are getting water in their basement.  The property owner believes it is because of work done by the Village to repair the Culvert after the flood.  The property adjacent needs to be mowed.  The property owner will be notified.

President’s Report:  Outdoor dining license, Mill St. road closure and amendment to the Liquor Ord. allowing for alcohol to be served during outdoor dining was all discussed among the Board.  No action was taken. It will be further considered at the next Board meeting.  Trustees are encouraged to look at the draft(s) and submit any comments prior to that.

It was then motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Jereb to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 pm.
