MINUTES

At 5:30 pm the Meeting of the Planning Commission was called to Order by Chairman Tom Guttilla who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Chairman Guttilla and Members Bill Fry, Warren Munson and Eugene Drzewiecki.  Member Gift was not present.  Also present was Village Atty. Herb Klein, Village President, Fred Esmond, the entire Village Board of Trustees (Alvarado, Jereb, Skoog, Schrader, Pawlak, and Bimm). 
Attorney Klein presented the Rules of Procedure as adopted on December 20, 2011.  

Attorney Duncan stated that there was an amendment to the Well Agreement; an independent hydro geologist would be contacted if there were issues with any of the wells covered by the Well Agreement.
Witness for the Petitioner, Mr. Jim Clinard, was sworn in.  Mr. Clinard, Chamlin & Associates, presented his credentials.  He is a licensed engineer retained to conduct a Traffic Study.  He then stated that a Traffic Study was performed in the areas of 13th Road and U.S. Rt. 6 and 2803rd Road.  Traffic counts were also performed.  The study indicates the potential traffic growth in 2012, 2022 and 2032 at 1 ½ percent.  He concluded that no traffic signals nor turn lanes would be required based on IDOT standards.  

Attorney Mueller then cross examined Mr. Clinard regarding the submitted Traffic Study.   
Questions were about potential traffic and speed in the areas.  

Following the cross examination, there were questions from the Planning Commission.  In response to a question from Chairman Guttilla, Atty. Duncan noted that Petitioner would be responsible for any road improvements required.   Chairman Guttilla then asked if there were any questions from the Public.  

Mr. Michael Prather, Utica, IL asked Mr. Clinard about the Traffic Study and the line of sight.

Mr. Bud Konczak, Utica, IL asked Mr. Clinard about traffic near LaSalle County Nursing Home.

Ms. Margaret Bauer, Utica, IL asked about the number of trucks during the peak hours of the day.

Mr. Kelly Thomas Dempsey, 1085 N. 2803rd Road, Utica, IL asked about the potential traffic in cases of a detour from Rt. I 80 onto Rt. 6.

The Traffic Study was entered into evidence as Petitioners Exhibit #1 with no objections.
There were additional questions from the Public.

Ms. Joan Bernabei asked questions regarding companies currently using 13th Road.
Mr. Tom Zellers, 2899 E. 11th Road, Utica, IL asked questions about traffic on Rt. 6.

Mr. Jerry Carey, Utica Township Road Commissioner asked about the roads that would be annexed into the Village of North Utica.

Ms. Margaret Bauer, Utica, IL asked questions about 2803rd Road.

Ms. Kayla Crowther, Utica, IL asked about the notification of LaSalle County, Utica Township and Ottawa Township.

Mr. Tim Aussem, Ottawa Township Road Commissioner, asked questions about traffic on roads governed by Ottawa Township.

Member Munson of the Planning Commission then asked Mr. Clinard some additional questions about the Traffic Study.

Mr. Clinard was then excused.  Attorney Duncan then introduced Mr. Larry Goode, Chamlin & Associates, as Petitioners’ next Witness.  He was sworn in.
Mr. Goode, a licensed engineer, presented his credentials and then provided Testimony about the proposed Illinois Sand Company Project which included a power point presentation regarding berming, the site and its’ boundaries, permits, water runoff and the future progression of the site and its’ reclamation.
Attorney Mueller then cross examined Mr. Goode regarding his previous Testimony.

Attorney Mueller presented the following into evidence:

The power point presentation and all documents regarding Mr. Goode’s Testimony were presented into evidence as Petitioners’ Exhibit #2 with no objections.
Members of the Planning Commission then asked Mr. Goode questions about the site, permits, and the proposed reclamation.  Trustee Matt Jereb also asked questions about the same.
