MINUTES

At 7:08 pm the Planning Commission Meeting was called to Order by Chairman Tom Guttilla who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Chairman Guttilla, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Members Doug Gift, Eugene Drzewiecki, Warren Munson, Bill Fry and Roy Chapman.  Also present at the meeting were Attorney Herb Klein and Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Chairman Guttilla stated that the meeting was being held to review, discuss and approve Minutes from the previous meetings as follows:

December 20, 2011; January 4, 2012; January 9, 2012; March 1, 2012 and April 11, 2012.

Attorney Klein stated that Minutes are not verbatim; they are only a summary of the meetings and include all recorded voting at each of those meetings.   

Minutes from the December 20, 2011 Meeting of the Planning Commission:

Member Fry stated that he requested at that meeting that he wanted Mr. Emmer to be brought back for further questioning.  Attorney Klein stated that he is unable to tell them how to present their case and at that time, Attorney Duncan decided not to present Mr. Emmer for additional questioning.  

It was then stated that Member Gift, was recused from voting on any of the Public Hearing Minutes of December 20, 2011; January 4, 2012 and January 9, 2012.  

Member Chapman was also recused from voting on the Minutes from these meetings as he was not a Member of the Planning Commission at the time that the Meetings took place.

It was then motioned by Member Drzewiecki, seconded by Member Munson to approve the Minutes of the December 20, 2011 meeting; subject to a revision which would include Member Fry’s statement regarding his request to ask additional questions of Mr. Emmer.

It was noted again that Members’ Gift and Chapman would not participate in the vote.

Minutes from the January 9, 2012 Joint Meeting of the Village Board and the Planning Commission:

Discussion was held regarding the Minutes and the vote on the annexation agreement by the Planning Commission at that meeting.  It was decided that the additional language of, ‘due to lack of adequate information and that further negotiation should have occurred.’ Be added to the Minutes of the meeting.  It was then motioned by Member Munson, seconded by Member Fry to approve the Minutes of the January 9, 2012 Joint Meeting; subject to the revision of the additional language as noted.  It was noted again that Members’ Gift and Chapman would not participate in the vote.

Old/New Business:
Member Gift asked if the Business Association would be involved in the streetscape signage.  Trustee Alvarado, seated in the audience, stated that the Village will be purchasing Way Finding Signage to direct people to the Village’s businesses.  

The Clerk stated that the signage has been approved by IDOT and the Village is awaiting a new estimate.  Discussion was held regarding the possibility of placing a stop sign on Church St. or Canal St. so that it will slow traffic down.  Member Munson also mentioned that the visibility in the area of Canal St. and Rt. 178 is limited due to the bridge over the Canal.  Trustee Alvarado then briefly updated the Planning Commission regarding some of the streetscape plans including planters, signage, benches and plantings.  The Members agreed that they would like to recommend that the Village look into contacting someone regarding the need for a stop sign along Rt. 178.  It was then motioned by Member Munson; seconded by Member Chapman.  The recommendation will be discussed with the Board.

With no additional business, it was motioned by Member Drzewiecki, seconded by Member to adjourn the meeting at 7:53 pm.
