Attorney Andreoni  introduced Mr. Jim Clinard, Chamlin & Associates, to provide testimony regarding traffic issues.  He was sworn in by the Court Reporter.  He explained information and date presented in a Power Point.  The information was regarding IDOT data a truck routes, designated routes as well as calculations of additional trucks that would impact the roads from the proposed sand mine.  

Questions were presented to Mr. Clinard by the Planning Commission:

Member Fry asked about the need for traffic signals with the amount of additional truck traffic.

Mr. Clinard stated that it is anticipated that signals may be needed with or without the additional traffic from the proposed mine.

Fry – There will be no truck traffic from the mine going south through the Village?

Clinard- yes that is correct.

Member Chapman asked about the truck traffic from the existing sand mine to the west (LaSalle) and its route.

Mr. Clinard stated that they will be entering Rt. 178.

Chapman- How many trucks will be entering Rt. 178 from the LaSalle mine?

Clinard-Would expect it to be equal to or even less.

Chairman Guttilla asked if there would be a need for a signal to direct traffic to and from Love’s.

Mr. Clinard stated that Love’s would have to double their traffic for there to be a need for a signal.

Member Drzewiecki asked about the amount of trucks coming and going from the plant.

Mr. Clinard stated that the capacity of the plant would only allow 19 trucks to be loaded per hour.

Member Fry asked about the coordination of traffic between the LaSalle mine and the proposed Utica mine.

Mr. Clinard stated that the LaSalle mine will use the frontage road to enter Rt. 178.  

Chairman Guttilla asked if a study of traffic was completed on Rt. 6 and Rt. 178.

Mr. Clinard stated that there were counts performed on both.

Guttilla- Will there be truck traffic from the LaSalle mine heading north on Rt. 178?

Clinard-This plant will send its’ trucks south; not sure about LaSalle.

Questions were presented to Mr. Clinard by the Trustees:

Trustee Schweickert asked about the road and the overlay of asphalt.

Mr. Clinard stated that there will be an overlay on Rt. 178 (County Hwy. 43) to 8” of asphalt to maintain the structure of the road.

Trustee Jereb asked about the number of vehicles in peak hours heading north on Rt. 178 and noted that this would increase the volume by 20 – 30%

Mr. Clinard stated yes it would.

Jereb – Is there a plan for turning lanes on Rt. 178?

Clinard-There is already a large number of trucks and buses on that road already.

Jereb- There is no right turn lane warranted?

Clinard-That is correct. The truck traffic will be slowing, not stopping.  There will be approx. $500,000 in improvements done to the road in that general area. 
Jereb-What will the entrance be?

Clinard-Hot mix with lanes that are 13ft wide from east to west.
