Dr. Crispin Pierce, Eau Claire, WI was sworn in by the Court Reporter and presented Testimony.  He spoke on Particulate matter PM10 and PM2.5 and presented a power point on his data and information. He gave a brief overview of his resume including his experience and work history.  
Members of the Planning Commission presented questions to Dr. Pierce:

Chairman Guttilla asked about the variance in the plants that had been studied by Dr. Pierce. 

Pierce stated that direction of wind, plant activity and precipitation can all affect the information.

Guttilla-Have there been studies in Utica?

Pierce-No

Member Chapman asked if water was used during the studies.

Pierce answered yes, they studied both wet and dry operations.

Member Fry asked if Dr. Pierce felt that the particulate matter was at a maximum level in our area.

Pierce stated that the data indicates that there have been issues and there is a concern it is getting close.

Fry then asked if additional new mines can put our area over the limit.

Pierce stated that it would be difficult to say how much.
