MINUTES

At 6:08 pm the meeting was called to Order.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll call was taken by Village Clerk Laurie Gbur.  

Present at the meeting were Planning Commission Chairman Tom Guttilla and Members Warren Munson, Andy Skoog and Roy Chapman.  Members Drzewiecki and Fry were absent.
Also present at the meeting was Mayor Gloria Alvarado and Trustees Joe Bernardoni, John Schweickert, Kevin Stewart, Ron Pawlak, Matt Jereb and Jim Schrader. 

Also present was Village Attorney Herb Klein and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Officer Kevin Wolfe was sworn in by the Court Reporter and stated that he had an officer posted at the Village Hall to direct people to the Hearing at Grand Bear Lodge Banquet Center.

Attorney Klein provided a summary of the Hearing, Petition and Rules of Procedure.  

Attorney Zukowski submitted a written protest requesting the Village Board to vote by a 2/3 majority on the zoning request.  He also requested recalling Mr. Schuster so he could cross examine him.

Attorney Andreoni stated that he will not recall Mr. Schuster.

Attorney Klein then explained the voting issues and requirements.  
Chairman Guttilla then stated that although Member Fry was unable to attend the meeting, he provided some comments and concerns and he asked they be shared with everyone.  Chairman Guttilla read the comments sent by Member Fry.  
At 6:30 pm rebuttal Testimony was presented by Attorney Andreoni:

Mr. John Richards PH.D., P.E., QSTI was sworn in by the Court Reporter.

He provided testimony regarding his experience and work history as it relates to mining and ambient air quality issues and studies.  He presented a power point including data and information on samples and findings on PM10 and PM2.5 particulate matter.

Attorney Andreoni questioned Mr. Richards, followed by questions of the Planning Commission and the Board.
Chairman Guttilla asked if monitoring inside facilities is required by law.

Mr. Richards stated that plants have begun voluntarily monitoring.

Guttilla- Will there be monitoring done at this site?

Richards-Have not done a detailed analysis of this site.

Trustee Jereb asked if there should be background readings done before the start for a baseline.

Mr. Richards stated that the data he presented was extensive.  1 year of data for a reference is good.

Jereb-Was the data used from CA and NC silica?

Richards-Silica Sand

Jereb-Does the time of the year have any impact on the data?

Richards-Yes, but generally the fall is the heaviest time.

Chairman Guttilla asked about the regulations of the air quality in and around the mine.

Mr. Richards stated that monitoring is needed and MSHA and the EPA would be the regulatory agencies. 

Guttilla asked about individual monitors on each employee.

Richards spoke about the safety in the plant, individual monitors that can be worn by an employee and again about MSHA, OSHA and EPA.
Trustee Schweickert asked if the studies would be different in Wisconsin.

Mr. Richards stated that in the upper Midwest it would all be very similar.

At 7:37 pm it was then decided by the Planning Commission to recess for a short break.
The meeting reconvened at 7:55 pm.

Attorney Zukowski cross examined Mr. Richards.

Attorney Andreoni then redirected.

Ms. Diane Gassman , 2803rd Rd, Utica Twp., cross examined Mr. Richards

Ms. Audrey Fisher, Chicago, IL, cross examined Mr. Richards.
