The meeting of the Planning Commission was called to Order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Tom Guttilla who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Chairman Guttilla and Members Doug Gift, Roy Chapman and Bill Fry.  

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Member Gift, seconded by Member Fry to approve the Minutes from the 8-7-14 Planning Commission meeting as distributed.

 Mayor Gloria Alvarado and Village Trustees Pawlak and Jim Schrader also attended the meeting however they were seated in the audience, to hear the presentation by IVAC. 
IVAC Presentation:  Marcy Duro, IVAC spoke about area Economic Development and the Multi Modal Feasibility Study for Transportation.    The Planning Commission, after some discussion about the Study, recommended that the Village participate.  It was motioned by Member Fry, seconded by Member Gift to recommend that the Village participate in the Multi Modal Feasibility Study in the amount of $6,500 as requested.

Other items discussed at the meeting were as follows: The Villages’ need for a crosswalk near the Ice Cream Shop and the possibility of a sidewalk on the West side of Rt. 178.  It was noted that this is a safety concern.   The I & M Canal was also discussed.  Letters were sent from the Village Board and the Planning Commission requesting help from the IDNR as well as Senator Sue Rezin, and Representative Frank Mautino. Letters were also sent to various Village organizations requesting their participation in contacting IDNR regarding the current state of the Canal. 

Also noted:  Member Fry stated that the Utica website is a great tool for the Village.   The Village is currently working with MCS Advertising to make some changes to the website.  Mayor Alvarado suggested the Members look at Peru’s website to see some of the possibilities of what the Village website would look like.  
A summary of the meeting was provided to the Village Board at their September 10, 2014 Board meeting. It was approved by the Board that the Village will participate in the Multi Modal Feasibility Study in the amount of $2,000.  They all agreed that the amount was adequate to the size of the Village.

It was then motioned by Member Gift, seconded by Member Fry to adjourn the meeting.
