Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb. Also present at the meeting were Planning Commission Members Doug Gift, Shelba Bimm, Eugene Drzewiecki, and Willis Fry.  Absent from the Planning Commission were Members Warren Munson and Chairman Tom Guttilla.  

It was motioned by Member Fry, seconded by Member Bimm to nominate Member Gift to serve as acting Chairman in the absence of Planning Commission Chairman Tom Guttilla.

Attorney Klein summarized the Petition by Jason Harmon and Doris Anderson regarding an annexation agreement with the Village of North Utica.
Mr. Harmon would like to purchase a piece of property of approximately 3.5 acres to build a single family home. Although the property is not currently contiguous to the Village of North Utica, it is located within 1.5 miles of the boundary of the Village.

Mr. Jason Harmon was sworn in by Attorney Klein. He then spoke to the Board and Planning Commission regarding his petition.  Harmon stated that he would like to build a home near his parents and family.  He feels that Utica and its’ surrounding area is a great place to raise a family. Mr. Harmon then stated that when he began thinking about the idea of purchasing the land he went to LaSalle County to begin the process of getting the property rezoned from Agriculture to Residential.  A vote was taken; the motion was denied.  Harmon then approached the Village.  The petitioners stated that they would pay for all Village incurred costs.
Member Fry asked why the County denied the petition. Harmon stated that he was not given a reason.

Then, Christina Cantlin, Cantlin Law Firm, spoke in opposition to the Petition. Representing Waltham township, she gave some reasons for the objection to the property annexation between Harmon, Anderson and the Village of North Utica.

Reason 1.)  Special use process was not completed.


 2.)  The Zoning Board recommended not to approve by 6 – 0 to deny.


 3.)   The property being considered is in the middle of a tract.


 4.)   This would be setting precedence. 


 5.)   Other properties could be considered by the Petitioner.

Member Gift asked Ms. Cantlin what would happen if a property is owned by someone whose son or daughter would want to use some of the land to build a home.  Cantlin stated that there is an exception for splitting tracks for a relative.

With no other questions, a motion was made by Member Skoog, seconded by Member M. Pawlak to close the public hearing at 7:20 pm.
