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At 7:32 pm the meeting of the New Village Board of Trustees was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Also present at the meeting were Village Attorney Herb Klein and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.
Certification of Oaths:  Newly elected Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb and Jim Schrader were sworn in by Village Clerk Laurie Gbur.  After completing their Oaths of Office, the meeting continued.

Presidents Report:  President Esmond assigned the Board members their Committee Liaison assignments.

Finance Liaison:  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Skoog to table the item regarding the maintenance fee and possible dissolving of the Certificate Fund for further discussion at the May Committee of the Whole meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado provided another update on brochure distribution from CTM.  It was decided to continue to distribute the brochures among area Visitor Centers, local businesses and the Utica Village Market. Trustee Alvarado will notify CTM.

She then provided a summary of a meeting held on 5-4-11 with the local businesses regarding events for the Village and promoting the Village through the Utica Facebook site by Special Events Committee.  Trustee Alvarado will remain the Liaison between the businesses, Special Events and the Village Board.
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Trustee Alvarado then spoke about the Starved Rock Yacht Club Dinner being held on 5-21-11.  If anyone is interested, the fee is $20 per person to attend. 

It was also stated that the Utica Garden Club did all of the planters in the downtown area again this year.  Also, Marlene Ernat provided plants for the bump outs.  Thank you to all who helped including Trustee Ron Pawlak and Maintenance personnel, Curt Spayer and Randy Hedrick.  

Also, black dirt will be needed by the entry signs so that the Utica Garden Club can begin landscaping.

Appearance Request:  Mr. Bo Windy was not present at the meeting.

Water & Sewer Liaison:  None

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that the Village Maintenance Department will be doing the mowing at the Ball field(s) this year.  Trustee Jereb then stated that he had been contacted by the Utica Little League regarding adding more drying material to the field at Carey Park.  It has been determined that the Village will just let the field dry out for now.  Trustee Skoog stated that the field is looking great and that it has been recommended by a Professional Landscaping Company not to add any additional material to the field.  Trustee Schrader asked if this is something that the Village Board would like to consider again at the end of the season.  The Board agreed that the end of the season would be a better time to re-visit the subject.

Clerk’s Report:  Village Clerk Gbur stated that the initial reading of Commercial Water Meters in the Village had been taken and training and another reading will take place in June.  Letters have been sent to all businesses regarding the billing cycle.

Engineer’s Report:  

IDOT-The Rt. 178 realignment is coming along very well.  The Lincoln Street Extension will be done in a short time.  They are currently working behind the school and on Canal St.  Trees and plantings need to be removed by the old Memorial. 
Northern Partners Co-op has submitted a Building Permit for the construction of a new scale on their property west of Rt. 178.

The first invoice for the Village’s participation in the Rt. 178 realignment project has come in at approx. $26,000.  

Trustee Skoog asked Engineer Heitz if he can find out when the alley behind the businesses will be closed for work on the project. 

Neighbor’s Park- The Maintenance Department needs to move the Hydrant.  Parking lot will be laid out soon. 

Municipal Well- Still waiting for the report from Ted Powell, AST, which will confirm the test results and recommend the Well to be placed back online.

Illinois Valley Excavating- Heitz will contact them about completing the televising.
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Clark Creed Run Grant Application- Heitz stated that the IKE Grant that the Village had applied for had not been approved.  There were 250 applications for assistance in 38 counties.  The Village will still look for other means to fund the project.

It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to approve Resolution R11-02 for the purpose of granting the Antique Mall on Division St. (currently Rt. 178) to have access on to the state road.

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Attorney’s Report:

Attorney Klein stated that an Ordinance for Part-time Police Officers was needed to support the following of the State of Illinois Statute and the training requirements of the Standards Board.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve Ordinance 11-06.  It was later noted that this would actually be Ordinance 11-07 for the Village of North Utica and shall be known as such.

Then Attorney Klein provided an update on the Progressive Energy proposal for savings to the Village on the cost of electricity.  There is no conflict between the proposal and the Village’s current Gas Franchise Agreement which is up for renewal in October 2011 or the current Operating Agreement which remains in effect until 2042.

Discussion was held about the amount of years the Village would be interested in.  Trustee Schrader asked if the Village could guarantee a future rate if the decision at this time was to only enter into a 1 year agreement at a larger annual cost savings.  Mr. Mike Sparrow, Progressive Energy Group, stated that they would have to audit the Village again and go out for additional bids, but the rate may be higher.  It was decided that the Village would enter into a 2 year agreement at an annual cost savings of $10,479.39 with Blue Star Energy.  It would be subject to a mutually agreeable contract.
It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to enter into the Agreement, Ordinance 11-07, subject to these terms.  It was later noted that this would actually be Ordinance 11-08 for the Village of North Utica and shall be known as such.

Public Comment:  Mr. Keith Arwood asked about a stop sign on Rt. 178 at Church St.  He has a petition signed by more than 40 people and contacted the State who told him that the Village would have to petition for the stop sign.  Heitz stated that what usually happens is when the road is completed and open to traffic, they determine how things are going.  After that time a petition can be submitted based on the traffic and speed of such.  Slow – speed limit signs will be place along the route to attempt to slow traffic.  That is already in the plans.  Mr. Arwood stated that many residents are concerned with children at the school and feel that not having a sign at that intersection would be unsafe.  

The Board thanked Mr. Arwood for bringing the matter to their attention.
