At 8:27 pm, the Special Meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was called to Order by Village President Esmond.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Also present were Attorney Herb Klein and Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Attorney Klein provided a summary of the Public Hearings held earlier in the evening and the Ordinances to consider on the Petitions of Unimin Corporation.  The Annexation of 1,692 acres of property located south of N. 2803rd Rd. and the Pre – Annexation of 80 acres of property located East of E. 9th Rd. and West of E. 10th Rd.
