Engineer’s Report:

Flood Assessments- A letter of assessment will need to be sent to each of the property owners.  Two of the property owners are considering raising their homes.  Heitz will prepare a draft of the letter to be sent out.

ADA – Trustee Jereb and Engineer Heitz will meet downtown to look at the various ADA issues.

Illinois River Bridge – There are possible Grants available but further cost analysis and discussion will need to happen first.  There will need to be a meeting with IDOT to discuss the sewer discharge pipe and the shared use bike path and its’ responsibility.

Hallet Road – Engineer Heitz will contact LaSalle to inquire whether they would be willing to do something to repair Hallett Rd. as a joint effort as well as to determine the Village’s cost.
